Welcome and Introductions
The Commonwealth Neurotrauma Initiative (CNI) Trust Fund Advisory Board met for a regular quarterly business meeting at 10 AM at the Department for Aging and Rehabilitative Services (DARS), in the Division of Aging’s conference room at 1610 Forest Avenue, Henrico, VA.  Chairman, Dr. Cifu called the meeting to order at 10:05 am.

Report on Access to Neurobehavioral Services in Virginia
Drs. Cynthia O’Donoghue and Cara Meixner presented their findings from the CNI Trust Fund supported “Report on Access to Neurobehavioral Services in Virginia.”  Due to scheduling conflicts their report was suspended temporarily until later in the meeting.

Agency Update and Financial Report
[bookmark: _GoBack]Commissioner Rothrock provided an overview and background regarding a number of agency initiatives.  He was pleased to inform them that previous investments in services are resulting in self-sustaining entities.  He discussed Executive Order 46 and opportunities for employment and services with the Department of Justice settlement, federal contracting requirements, and career pathways grant.  He also discussed the budget and explained the recent flow of dollars out and how that will be made whole.  


Approval of March 19, 2015 Meeting Minutes
With a quorum present the agenda was adopted and the minutes from March 19, 2015 were accepted.  

Public Comment Period
A public comment period was held; no public comment was offered.    

Report on Access to Neurobehavioral Services in Virginia
Drs. O’Donoghue and Meixner continued their presentation with numerous questions from the Board.  There was some discussion about the need to have a glossary of terms to make sure everyone is using the same terminology.  There were also questions about the number of individuals with brain injury listed in the report and the accuracy of those numbers.

Requests for Proposals (RFP) Discussion
Catherine Harrison, staff to the Board, informed the group that DARS was hopeful that an RFP would be out shortly.  The agency is in the final stages of approving the RFP for grants not to exceed $450,000 a year for all grantees with a maximum award of $150,000 a year for three years.  A discussion occurred involving the procurement process for getting expert reviewers for the proposals.

Ms. Harrison will be sending out 2016 meeting dates shortly.
