Offerors must provide a year to year estimated timeframe for the implementation of the web-based Case Management Software System.  The contract shall not exceed a total of $125,000 for development, testing, training, implementation, and data conversions. The contract also cannot exceed $60,000 per contract year. Upon award of the grant, funds are allocated for a 12 month period, contingent upon the continued availability of funds.  Funds that are unexpended at the end of a grant year do not automatically roll over to the next year, unless a formal written request for carry over of funds is received by the Commonwealth Neurotrauma Initiative (CNI) Trust Fund.  The written request must include the amount of carry over requested, as well as a justification for the request (i.e., why the funds were not expended during the grant year as proposed in the submitted budget).
Replace with the corrected statement:
