The Commonwealth Neurotrauma Initiative (CNI) Advisory Board, at its meeting on December 11, 2002, approved for funding seven grant proposals for development of community-based model programs received in response to a Request for Proposal issued August 1, 2002.  The CNI Fund is a special nonreverting fund in the state treasury consisting of funds collected through a reinstatement fee charged to restore an operator’s license when it has been revoked or suspended for specified dangerous driving offenses.  CNI funds are used equally for grants in the area of neurotrauma research and in the development of community-based rehabilitative model programs.  The following community-based rehabilitative grant proposals were awarded funding for a period of one to three years:
