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I.
PURPOSE

The purpose of this Request for Proposal (RFP) is to establish contracts for research on the mechanisms and treatment of neurotrauma.  

II.
BACKGROUND

A. 
History

Senate Bill 1132, passed by the 1997 Virginia General Assembly, established the Commonwealth Neurotrauma Initiative (CNI) Trust Fund (The Fund) to support research, education, and treatment relating to traumatic spinal cord or brain injuries resulting in loss of physical and cognitive functions.  Originally, the Fund was to consist of grants, donations, and bequests from public and private sources and funds. 

In 1998, Senate Bill 484 was passed by the General Assembly and established a funding mechanism for the Commonwealth Neurotrauma Initiative Fund.  Section 46.2-411 of the Code of Virginia authorizes Virginia Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) to collect an additional fee of $30 to have an operator’s license reinstated.  The additional fee is charged only to persons whose operator’s licenses were suspended or revoked upon conviction of specified dangerous driving offenses (e.g., DUI-related offenses, hit and run, reckless driving, failure to comply with conditions imposed upon license probation for driving offenses, etc.).  Out of the additional $30 fee, $25 will go to the Commonwealth Neurotrauma Initiative Fund.  The balance of $5 will go to DMV; however, if the driving offense was DUI-related, the $5 will go to the Virginia Alcohol Safety Action Program (VASAP) Commission.

The purpose and parameters of the Fund established pursuant to Section 32.1-73.2 are outlined below:

· The Fund is to be used for the purpose of […] improving the treatment and care of Virginians with traumatic spinal cord or brain injuries.

· The Fund is to be established on the books of the Comptroller as a revolving fund and to be administered by the Department of Rehabilitative Services and the CNI Trust Fund Advisory Board.
· Any moneys remaining in the Fund, including interest, at the end of each fiscal year are not to revert to the general fund but shall remain in the Fund.  

· The Fund is to be distributed according to the grant procedures established pursuant to Section 32.1-73.4 as amended.

· Moneys in the Fund are to be used solely to support grants for Virginia-based organizations, institutions, and researchers as follows: 47.5 percent shall be allocated for research on the mechanisms and treatment of neurotrauma, 47.5% percent shall be allocated for rehabilitative services, and five percent shall be allocated for administration.
B. 
Eligible Offerors
Responses to this RFP may be made by Virginia-based organizations, institutions, and researchers.  

C. Small, Women-Owned and Minority Business Participation 

It is the policy of the Commonwealth of Virginia to contribute to the establishment, preservation, and strengthening of small business and businesses owned by women and minorities and to encourage their participation in State procurement activities.  The Commonwealth encourages Contractors to provide for the participation of small businesses and businesses owned by women and minorities through partnerships, joint ventures, subcontracts, or other contractual opportunities.  Submission of a report of past efforts to utilize the goods and services of such businesses and plans for involvement on this contract are required for contracts of (a) $100,000 or more, or (b) over $15,000 where subcontracting opportunities exist. By submitting a proposal, Offerors certify that all information provided in response to this RFP is true and accurate.  Failure to provide information required by this RFP will ultimately result in rejection of the proposal. For further information please go to: http://www.dmbe.virginia.gov/services.html.

III. 
STATEMENT OF NEEDS 
A.  
Commitment of Commonwealth of Virginia

The Commonwealth of Virginia recognizes the need to improve the treatment options and care of Virginians with traumatic spinal cord or brain injuries.  Through the CNI Trust Fund, the Commonwealth of Virginia makes available to Virginia-based institutions and researchers funds for research on the mechanisms and treatment of neurotrauma.. 
Proposals may be requested and reviewed at varying time intervals depending on the number and types of proposals received.  The actual number and type of projects funded through this RFP will depend on the available balance of funds and the nature and number of responses received.  During the award process, priority may be given to new and unique proposals — however; having received funding previously from CNI does not preclude an offerer from applying for or receiving funding.  The CNI Advisory Board respects research that builds upon a body of work already funded. 
B. Funding Priorities

1. Priority will be given to those projects that demonstrate the importance of the project for research on the mechanisms and treatment of neurotrauma, and expanding opportunities for such individuals to become as independent and physically and functionally capable as possible.
2.
Justify the need for the project by documenting the lack of alternative resources available, by documenting that the project does not duplicate existing research or by documenting that expansion of research is necessary. 
3. 
Include an outcomes measurement system for allowing for monitoring and documenting of project impact, including anticipated long-term impact of the project.
4. 
As relevant to the specific project, provide for consumer involvement in project design, implementation, and evaluation.  

5.
As relevant to the specific project, emphasize a commitment to collaborative community planning involving consumer groups, service providers, employers, other funding sources, and state agencies.  

6. 
As relevant to the specific project, identify strategies that will be used to sustain the project following the termination of the grant award. 

C.  Duration and Amount of Funding

The length of time and amount of grant award for each project will depend on the documented need for the project, the project design, and the quality and soundness of the proposal submitted by the applicant.  Grant awards will be made in the range of $5,000 to $150,000 per year for a period of one to three years.  Final decisions regarding the amount and period of funding are made at the sole discretion of the Commonwealth Neurotrauma Initiative Trust Fund Advisory Board.

All awards are contingent on the availability of CNI funds and the grantee’s ability to meet established project timelines and objectives as outlined in the grantee’s proposal and as reviewed and accepted by the CNI Advisory Board.  All projects should include the estimated timeframe for the implementation of project activities, as well as the total length of time for which funds are requested (up to three years).  Upon award of the grant, funds are allocated for a 12 month period, contingent upon the continued availability of funds.  Funds that are unexpended at the end of a grant year do not automatically roll over to the next year, unless a formal written request for carry over of funds is received by the Purchasing Agency.  The written request must include the amount of carry over requested, as well as a justification for the request (i.e., why the funds were not expended during the grant year as proposed in the submitted budget). 
The CNI Trust Fund will not allow grant funding or purchases made using grant funds to be transferred out of the Commonwealth when a principal investigator transfers his/her employment pursuant to Section 2.2-1124 of the Code of Virginia. 
            D.  Use of Funds

Grant funds awarded through this RFP will be used to cover allowable costs appropriate to the project design and may include: 
· staff  in support of project activities;

· equipment and supplies in support of project activities;

· consultation, technical assistance or staff training related to project;

· adaptation of a site to support project activities;

· other direct and documented costs related to the project.
Funds may not be used for:

· construction of new buildings;

· renovation to a facility;

· administrative costs exceeding 10% of the amount of total direct expenses, unless expressly approved by the CNI Advisory Board.  All administrative costs must be justified and explained in the budget narrative. 
E.  Human Research Guidelines

The Contractor shall comply, as applicable, with all federal (45 CFR 46) and state (Chapter 5.1 of the Code of Virginia, Section 32.1-162.16 et seq.) legislation and Agency regulations (22 VAC 30-40-10 et seq. and 12 VAC 5-20-10 et seq.) for human research.

F. Product Development

With respect to copyrightable material that might be developed as a part of the grant activity, please note the following:

            If any copyrightable material (e.g., audiovisuals, software, publications, curricula and training materials, etc.) is developed under this grant (by the grantee or contractor) the Commonwealth Neurotrauma Initiative (CNI) Trust Fund shall have a royalty-free nonexclusive and irrevocable right to reproduce, publish, or otherwise use and authorize others to use, the work, for purposes which further the object of the CNI Trust Fund.  All contracts or other arrangements entered into by the grantee for purpose of developing and procuring such material shall specifically reference and reserve the rights of CNI Trust Fund with respect to the material.  The grantee shall provide three copies of all such copyrightable material upon the request of the CNI Trust Fund Advisory Board.  

Verbal reports should acknowledge support by the CNI Trust fund.  For printed materials, the following wording is recommended:

            …supported in part by (your Project #) from the Commonwealth Neurotrauma Initiative (CNI) Trust Fund.  The contents are the sole responsibility of the authors and do not necessarily represent the official views of CNI Trust Fund.

IV. 
PROPOSAL PREPARATION AND SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Offerors will be required to submit a proposal by Thursday, March 29, 2007 at 3:00 p.m. Eastern Standard Time as specified by the Commonwealth Neurotrauma Initiative Trust Fund Advisory Board. Offerors may be asked to provide additional, clarifying information at any time following submission of a proposal.  The Advisory Board and  Grant Reviewers, if used, will follow the criteria published in this Request For Proposals (RFP) to limit the competition to those projects which most directly and appropriately address the specific funding targets (see Section V.A.2 below).  Proposals should include:

A. RFP Response 


Note: Terms and Conditions of this solicitation between government to government entities are only applicable as required and may be negotiated.
1. To be considered for selection, Offerors must submit a complete response to this RFP.  One original and ten (10) copies of each proposal must be submitted to the issuing Purchasing Agency. An authorized representative of the Offeror shall sign proposals.  All information requested should be submitted, as failure to do so may result in the Purchasing Agency requiring prompt submission of missing information and/or giving a lowered evaluation of the proposal.  Proposals that are incomplete or lack key information may be rejected by the Purchasing Agency.  Mandatory requirements are those required by law or regulation or are such that they cannot be waived and are not subject to negotiation. 
2. All information requested by this RFP on the ownership, utilization, and planned involvement of small businesses, women-owned businesses, and minority-owned businesses (Attachment B) must be submitted.  If an Offeror fails to submit this information, the Purchasing Agency may require prompt submission of missing information after the receipt of vendor proposals.

3. The Vendor Data Sheet (Attachment C) must be completed, signed, and returned with the proposal (state government entities and institutions are also required to submit).

B.
Proposal Development, Content, and Format Requirements

Proposals should be as thorough and detailed as possible so that the Advisory Board and the Grant Reviewers, if used, may properly evaluate the Offeror’s capabilities to provide the required services.  Proposals should not be longer than twelve (12) pages double-spaced with page numbers, using Times New Roman 12 Font (the twelve pages does not include the RFP cover sheet, resumes, letters of recommendation, and other attachments).  Address the following in the proposal:

1.
Purpose and Significance of Project (one page)
State the title and overall purpose or hypothesis of the project.  Provide a brief description of the project, its importance, and relevance for research on the mechanisms and treatment of Neurotrauma.
2. Project Objectives and Benefits Expected (two pages)

State the goals and specific objectives of the proposed project.  Define objectives clearly and measurably.  Describe the outcomes measurement system that will be used to document project impact.  Provide anticipated outcomes for each fiscal year of the project.  

3.
Project Design, Methods, and Action Plan (five pages)

List the methods, activities and initiatives to occur during the grant period that will enable the applicant to achieve the project’s goals and objectives.  Provide a timeline with dates and the sequence of major activities included in the development and implementation phases of the project.  As applicable: describe how the project intends to 1) involve consumers in project design, implementation, and evaluation and 2) collaborate with consumer groups, service providers, employers, other funding sources, and state agencies. 

If the program will involve any human research activities as defined by the Code of Virginia Section 32.1-162.16 such activities must be approved by the grantee’s human research review committee (HRRC) or institutional review board (IRB) prior to implementation of the grant. Grantees will provide a copy of the HRRC or IRB approval letter to the CNI administrator with the grant application  (See section III.E. above) and any modifications made on the HHRC or IRB will be shared with the Fund’s administrator as soon as they are approved via email, fax or mail.
4. 
Budget and Budget Justification (two pages)

Submit a line item budget that includes projected expenditures for accomplishing project activities for each year of funding that is requested.  Provide a narrative justification of the need for funds, including the amount requested for each line item, as well as the percentage of grant funding allocated to each line item (e.g., per Section III.D. above, grant funds could be allocated for 10% of the total cost of the organization’s copy machine rental).  Note that when less than 100% of grant funds are used for any budget line item, the grantee must indicate the source(s) of funds for the remaining balance in that line item (e.g., if 15% of the Executive Director’s time is allocated to the CNI grant project, the grantee must indicate how the remaining 85% of the Executive Director’s time and salary will be supported). 
5.  Sustainability Plan (one page)

Identify a sustainability plan with specific strategies and a timeline that will be used to continue project activities following the termination of grant funding.  Note: By law, the Commonwealth Neurotrauma Initiative Trust Fund does not provide ongoing funding for programs or services.  The CNI Trust Fund provides short-term grant funding intended for start-up or seed money to develop, expand, or improve community-based rehabilitative programs/services and research on the mechanisms and treatment of Neurotrauma.
6.  Organizational Capability (one page)

Describe the mission, history, general achievements, and capability of the organization to carry out the proposed project.  Resumes for key personnel assigned to the project, no longer than one page each, may be included.  Letters of recommendation may be included in this section.
7. Small, Women-Owned and Minority Business Participation 


The Offeror must submit the following three sets of data for small business, women-owned business, and minority-owned business: (a) ownership, (b) utilization of small, women-owned, and minority-owned businesses for the most recent 12 months, and (c) planned involvement of small businesses, women-owned businesses, and minority-owned businesses on this procurement.  For additional information go to http://www.dmbe.virginia.gov/services.html.  Forms for submission of this data are included in this RFP as ATTACHMENT B.
Note: Terms and Conditions of this solicitation between government to government entities are only applicable as required and may be negotiated.

The Offeror must complete, sign, and submit the Vendor Data Sheet.  The Vendor Data Sheet is included in this RFP as ATTACHMENT C.

V.
EVALUATION AND AWARD CRITERIA

The number of proposals funded is contingent on the availability of funds, as well as on the number of proposals received and recommended for funding by the Advisory Board and by the Grant Review Panel, if used.

Grant Review Panel
Proposals submitted in response to this RFP will be evaluated and recommended for funding by the CNI Trust Fund Advisory Board.  The Advisory Board may choose to use a Grant Review Panel to evaluate proposals and recommend funding to the Board based on the evaluation criteria published in this RFP.  The Board may invite reviewers which include, but are not limited to, representatives of the following entities to serve on a Grant Review Panel:

Consumers, family members, caretakers, and advocates;

e.
State agencies.

NOTE: No one involved in the RFP submittal process shall be permitted to sit on 


the review panel.

As appropriate, and when determined necessary the Advisory Board or the Purchasing Agency, expert reviewers who reside outside the Commonwealth of Virginia may be chosen to assure impartiality.

Offerors will receive written notification from the Purchasing Agency regarding the status of their proposals by July 1, 2007. The Grant Review Panel reserves the right to disqualify from consideration any proposal that does not earn a minimum of seventy (70) points on the screening criteria listed above.  Proposals deemed qualified for further consideration will be given guidance if additional clarifying information is necessary to begin the contract negotiation process.  

3. Final Evaluation and Recommendation for Award
Following the evaluation and rating and contingent upon available funding the Advisory Board will award funding to responsible, qualifying Offerors whose grant proposals are deemed to be most advantageous.

B. 
Award

Selection shall be made of one or more Offerors deemed to be fully qualified and best suited among those submitting proposals on the basis of the evaluation factors included in this Request for Proposals (RFP).  Negotiations shall be conducted with the Offeror(s) so selected.  Price shall be considered, but need not be the sole determining factor.  After negotiations have been conducted with each Offeror so selected, the Purchasing Agency shall select the Offeror(s) which, in its opinion, submitted the best proposal(s), and shall award contract(s) to those Offeror(s).  The award document will be a contract incorporating by reference all the requirements, terms, and conditions of the solicitation and the Contractor’s proposal as negotiated.

The Commonwealth may cancel this Request for Proposals or reject proposals at any time prior to an award, and is not required to furnish a statement of the reasons why a particular proposal was not deemed to be the most advantageous (Code of Virginia, 11-65D).

VI. REPORTING AND DELIVERY INSTRUCTIONS

A.
Contractors will be asked to submit semi-annual written reports that describe progress related to the accomplishment of project objectives and implementation plans.  The format and content of the reports shall be approved by the Purchasing Agency and, as necessary and appropriate, the Advisory Board and/or the Purchasing Agency may change the format, content, or frequency of reporting requirements.

In addition, at the request of the Advisory Board or the Purchasing Agency, all Contractors shall be required to make a presentation on the status and results of their grant funded project at any scheduled meeting of the Advisory Board or at a colloquium hosted by the Advisory Board or the Purchasing Agency at any time during the grant award period and up to one year following termination of grant funding.  Contractors will be made aware of the request for presentation at least thirty days in advance.   
B. All Contractors are required to submit information regarding their “Participation in State Procurement Transaction by Small Business and Businesses Owned by Women and Minorities.”  Forms for submission of this data are included in this RFP as ATTACHMENT B.  The Contractor shall submit a Final Actual Involvement Report to the Purchasing Agency prior to completion of the contract and prior to final payment.  The Final Actual Involvement Report should include the actual dollars spent with small businesses and businesses owned by women and minorities during the performance of the contract.  At a minimum, the report shall include, for each firm contracted with and for each such business class (i.e., small, women-owned, minority-owned), a comparison of the total actual dollars spent on this contract with the planned involvement of the firm and business class as specified in the proposal, and the actual percent of the total estimated contract value.

VII.
GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

A.
VENDORS MANUAL:  This solicitation is subject to the provisions of the Commonwealth of Virginia Vendors Manual and any changes or revisions thereto, which are hereby incorporated into this contract in their entirety.  The procedure for filing contractual claims is in section 7.19 of the Vendors Manual.  A copy of the manual is normally available for review at the purchasing office and is accessible on the Internet at www.dgs.state.va.us/dps under “Manuals.”  

B.
APPLICABLE LAWS AND COURTS: This solicitation and any resulting contract shall be governed in all respects by the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia and any litigation with respect thereto shall be brought in the courts of the Commonwealth.  The agency and the contractor are encouraged to resolve any issues in controversy arising from the award of the contract or any contractual dispute using Alternative Dispute Resolution (ADR) procedures (Code of Virginia, § 2.2-4366).  ADR procedures are described in Chapter 9 of the Vendors Manual.  The contractor shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, rules and regulations.

C.
ANTI-DISCRIMINATION: By submitting their (bids/proposals), (bidders/offerors) certify to the Commonwealth that they will conform to the provisions of the Federal Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, as well as the Virginia Fair Employment Contracting Act of 1975, as amended, where applicable, the Virginians With Disabilities Act, the Americans With Disabilities Act and § 2.2-4311 of the Virginia Public Procurement Act (VPPA).  If the award is made to a faith-based organization, the organization shall not discriminate against any recipient of goods, services, or disbursements made pursuant to the contract on the basis of the recipient's religion, religious belief, refusal to participate in a religious practice, or on the basis of race, age, color, gender or national origin and shall be subject to the same rules as other organizations that contract with public bodies to account for the use of the funds provided; however, if the faith-based organization segregates public funds into separate accounts, only the accounts and programs funded with public funds shall be subject to audit by the public body. Notices, advertisements and solicitations placed in accordance with federal law, rule or regulation shall be deemed sufficient for the purpose of meeting these requirements.

The contractor will include the provisions of 1. above in every subcontract or purchase order over $10,000, so that the provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.

D.
ETHICS IN PUBLIC CONTRACTING: By submitting their (bids/proposals), (bidders/offerors) certify that their (bids/proposals) are made without collusion or fraud and that they have not offered or received any kickbacks or inducements from any other (bidder/offeror), supplier, manufacturer or subcontractor in connection with their (bid/proposal), and that they have not conferred on any public employee having official responsibility for this procurement transaction any payment, loan, subscription, advance, deposit of money, services or anything of more than nominal value, present or promised, unless consideration of substantially equal or greater value was exchanged.

E.
IMMIGRATION REFORM AND CONTROL ACT OF 1986: By submitting their (bids/proposals), (bidders/offerors) certify that they do not and will not during the performance of this contract employ illegal alien workers or otherwise violate the provisions of the federal Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986.

F.
DEBARMENT STATUS: By submitting their proposals, offerors certify that they are not currently debarred by the Commonwealth of Virginia from submitting bids or proposals on contracts for the type of goods and/or services covered by this solicitation, nor are they an agent of any person or entity that is currently so debarred.

G.
ANTITRUST: By entering into a contract, the contractor conveys, sells, assigns, and transfers to the Commonwealth of Virginia all rights, title and interest in and to all causes of action it may now have or hereafter acquire under the antitrust laws of the United States and the Commonwealth of Virginia, relating to the particular goods or services purchased or acquired by the Commonwealth of Virginia under said contract.

H.
MANDATORY USE OF STATE FORM AND TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
1.
For Request For Proposals:  Failure to submit a proposal on the official state form provided for that purpose may be a cause for rejection of the proposal.  Modification of or additions to the General Terms and Conditions of the solicitation may be cause for rejection of the proposal; however, the Commonwealth reserves the right to decide, on a case by case basis, in its sole discretion, whether to reject such a proposal.

I.
CLARIFICATION OF TERMS: If any prospective offeror has questions about the specifications or other solicitation documents, the prospective offeror should contact the buyer whose name appears on the face of the solicitation no later than five working days before the due date.  Any revisions to the solicitation will be made only by addendum issued by the buyer.

J.
PAYMENT:
1.
To Prime Contractor:

a.
Invoices for items ordered, delivered and accepted shall be submitted by the contractor directly to the 


payment address shown on the purchase order/contract.  All invoices shall show the state contract number and/or purchase order number; social security number (for individual contractors) or the federal employer identification number (for proprietorships, partnerships, and corporations). 

b.
Any payment terms requiring payment in less than 30 days will be regarded as requiring payment 30 days after invoice or delivery, whichever occurs last.  This shall not affect offers of discounts for payment in less than 30 days, however.

c.
All goods or services provided under this contract or purchase order, that are to be paid for with public funds, shall be billed by the contractor at the contract price, regardless of which public agency is being billed.

d.
The following shall be deemed to be the date of payment: the date of postmark in all cases where payment is made by mail, or the date of offset when offset proceedings have been instituted as authorized under the Virginia Debt Collection Act.

e.
Unreasonable Charges.  Under certain emergency procurements and for most time and material purchases, final job costs cannot be accurately determined at the time orders are placed.  In such cases, contractors should be put on notice that final payment in full is contingent on a determination of reasonableness with respect to all invoiced charges.  Charges which appear to be unreasonable will be researched and challenged, and that portion of the invoice held in abeyance until a settlement can be reached.  Upon determining that invoiced charges are not reasonable, the Commonwealth shall promptly notify the contractor, in writing, as to those charges which it considers unreasonable and the basis for the determination.  A contractor may not institute legal action unless a settlement cannot be reached within thirty (30) days of notification.  The provisions of this section do not relieve an agency of its prompt payment obligations with respect to those charges which are not in dispute (Code of Virginia, § 2.2-4363).

To Subcontractors:  

a.
A contractor awarded a contract under this solicitation is hereby obligated:

(1)
To pay the subcontractor(s) within seven (7) days of the contractor’s receipt of payment from the Commonwealth for the proportionate share of the payment received for work performed by the subcontractor(s) under the contract; or

(2)
To notify the agency and the subcontractor(s), in writing, of the contractor’s intention to withhold payment and the reason.

b.
The contractor is obligated to pay the subcontractor(s) interest at the rate of one percent per month (unless otherwise provided under the terms of the contract) on all amounts owed by the contractor that remain unpaid seven (7) days following receipt of payment from the Commonwealth, except for amounts withheld as stated in (2) above.  The date of mailing of any payment by U. S. Mail is deemed to be payment to the addressee.  These provisions apply to each sub-tier contractor performing under the primary contract.  A contractor’s obligation to pay an interest charge to a subcontractor may not be construed to be an obligation of the Commonwealth.

CHANGES TO THE CONTRACT: Changes can be made to the contract in any of the following ways:

The parties may agree in writing to modify the scope of the contract.  An increase or decrease in the price of the contract resulting from such modification shall be agreed to by the parties as a part of their written agreement to modify the scope of the contract.

The Purchasing Agency may order changes within the general scope of the contract at any time by written notice to the contractor. ATTACHMENT A:  Clarification of Terms

Community-based:  The term “community-based” describes regular work, home, social/recreational, religious, and other settings.

Community-based rehabilitative programs/services: The term “community-based rehabilitative programs/services” describes rehabilitation programs whose services are provided in regular community settings and/or whose purpose is to assist individuals to return to regular community settings. 

Community integration:  The term “community integration” describes regular work, home, social/recreational, religious, and other settings in which people with disabilities have the opportunity to be equal participants.

Neurotrauma:  Neurotrauma is an injury to the central nervous system, i.e., traumatic spinal cord or brain injury, which results in a loss of physical functions, cognitive functions, or both.

Peer Support:  Peer support is informal counseling, guidance, and information provided to a person with disability by another person with a disability.  Peer support – also called peer counseling – involves one-time or ongoing contact in which a person with a disability provides emotional support and strategies for successfully managing daily activities based on his/her own  experiences and knowledge of resources.  Peer support helps people navigate complex service systems to find needed services/supports.  Peer support is provided by staff at Centers for Independent Living across the state or by individuals who volunteer to serve as peer counselors.  
Transition: Transition is the process of moving from a hospital or rehabilitation setting to a community-based setting of greater independence such as home or transitional living center.  For school-age individuals, transition may also refer to the process of returning to a school setting following discharge from the hospital or the process of entering the world of work following graduation from school.

Traumatic brain injury:  Traumatic brain injury is an acquired (occurring after birth) injury to the brain caused by an external physical force that may produce a diminished or altered state of consciousness resulting in total or partial functional disability or impairment.  Traumatic brain injury does not include congenital (existing at birth) or degenerative brain injury.  The term brain injury includes open and closed head injuries that may result in mild, moderate, or severe impairments in the following areas: cognition, language, memory, attention, reasoning, abstract thinking, judgment, problem-solving, sensory, perceptual and motor abilities, psychosocial behavior, physical functions, information processing, and speech.

Traumatic spinal cord injury:  Traumatic spinal cord injury is damage to the nerves running from the brain through the bones of the spine to the body, arms, and legs.  Damage can cause impairments or loss of feeling and muscle control below the level of injury (quadriplegia, paraplegia), bowel and bladder control, sexual function, respiratory function, control of body temperature, and ability to regulate blood pressure.
